Public Transport & Shuttle Bus Service. If you are taking public transport to UCC,
we have arranged for two 23-Seater Shuttle Bus Service for you. You may take the
Shuttle Bus Service to UCC which operates from the Pick-Up Point at Dover MRT
Exit “A” bus stop to UCC Drop-Off Point at the bus stop outside Lee Kong
Chian Natural History Museum from 07:40am to 08:21am on 19 October 2024.
The shuttle buses will depart at 5-minute intervals. See Photo 2 for the Pick-Up
Point and Photo 3 and 6 for the Drop-Off Point.

The same two 23-Seater Shuttle Bus Service will be provided at the end of the event
from the same UCC Drop-Off point at the bus stop outside Lee Kong Chian Natural
History Museum (see Photo 3 and 6) from 11.30am to 12:11pm. The Shuttle Bus
Service will end at Dover MRT Exit “B” bus stop. The shuttle buses will depart at 5-
minute intervals.
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5.4. Taxi/Private Hire Car. If you are taking a taxi or private hire car to UCC, you may
alight at the drop-off points along Conservatory Drive (2 Conservatory Drive,
Singapore 117377) or outside UCC (50 Kent Ridge Cres, Singapore 119279). See
Photo 4, Photo 5 and Photo 6 for the location map and drop-off points respectively.

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5.5. If you are taking a taxi or private hire from UCC, you may indicate Conservatory
Drive (2 Conservatory Drive, Singapore 117377) or Ho Bee Auditorium — NUS
UCC (50 Kent Ridge Crescent, Singapore 119279) as your Pick-Up Point.

5.6.  Driving. If you are driving to UCC, the directions to UCC and public carparks are as
follows:
e From Ayer Rajah Expressway (AYE), take Exit 9 to Clementi Road.
e Enter the University campus at Entrance A. UCC is the first building on your

left.

o The nearest parking is located at Carpark 3 within UCC, but parking lots are
limited.

e You may also park at Carpark 2, 2A or 2B opposite UCC. Parking charges
applies.

¢ In the event of a traffic congestion along Kent Ridge Crescent to Carpark 3,
you may be directed to Carpark 2, 2A or 2B.

Presentation of Award on Stage

7.1. Upon registration, each award recipient will be given two cue cards. You are
required to write your full name in capital letters on the two cue cards. Please always
keep these cue cards on you as this is required for the award presentation and
certificate collection.

7.3. When it is your turn to receive the award on stage, a marshal will prompt you to join
the queue.

7.4. When you are on stage:

a) You will hand over one (1) cue card to the emcee.

b) As your name is announced, you will walk briskly across the stage and shake
hands/give salam Mufti with the Award Presenter and Deputy CEO. Thereafter
you will hold the folder at one end while the Award Presenter will hold the folder
at the other end for photo-taking by our official photographer
